	E. Background

	I graduated from the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine at JUST in June 1995 with honor. On December 1996, I was granted a scholarship to pursue my graduate study in the field of immunology at Iowa State University (ISU). I earned my master degree in Immunobiology in 1999 working with Dr. Michael J Wannemuehler at the Veterinary Research Institutes, ISU. I then joined Dr. Judith R. Stabel research team at National Animal Disease Center, USDA, where I pursed my Ph. D training. In 2003, I earn my Ph.D degree in Immunobiology from ISU. I Directly return to Jordan and joined the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine at JUST as an assistant professor. In 2005, I agreed to the request for a joint appointment in the Department of Biotechnology and Genetic Engineering, Faculty of Science, JUST, Irbid, Jordan.

	F. Professional and Personal skills and attributes  

	1. During the past 15 years of teaching several courses in four different University colleges at Jordan University of Science and Technology (JUST), I declare that the most enjoyable moments for me are those spent in the classes interacting with students in challenging environments. During my teaching experience, I was exposed to at least 5000 students with diverse quality, background and levels and I claim that I was able to inspire many of them and form quick, productive and friendly relationships. 

2. In the past 10 years, I was assigned for administrative duties at the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine. I was able to maintain modest relations with all my colleagues and to stay focus in all situations.
